In December 2019, the 
traffi  c control company 
Dallas Lite and Barricade 
was awarded a New 
Markets Tax Credit grant 
to redevelop a hub at 
2727 N. Westmoreland 
Road. The improvements 
are worth $7 million. 
The company will retain 
135 jobs at an average 
wage of $18/hour.

Buckner Internati onal 
conti nued work on a 
new Family Hope Center 
at Bachman Lake. The 
new $14.5 million 
project will provide 
Bachman Lake residents 
with family assistance, 
educati on, counseling, 
and more.
